CARE OF THE COURSE

Holes in Bunkers.
Before leaving a bunker, a player should carefully fill up and
smooth over all holes and footprints made while playing.

Replace Divots; Repair Ball-Marks and Damage by Spikes.
Through the green, a player should ensure any turf cut or
displaced is replaced at once and pressed down. All pitch
marks are repaired in the correct manner. Damage to the
putting green caused by golf spikes should be repaired on
completion of the hole.

Damage to Greens- Flagsticks, bags, etc.

Players should ensure that, when putting down bags or the
flagstick, no damage is done to the putting green and that
neither they nor their caddies damage the hole by standing
close to it, in handling the flagstick or in removing the ball
from the hole. The flagstick should be properly replaced in
the hole before the players leave the putting green. Players
should not damage the putting green by leaning on their
putters, particularly when removing the ball from the hole.

Damage through Practice Swings.
In taking practice swings, players should avoid causing damage
to the course by removing divots, particularly on the tees.

Buggy/ Caddy Cart
Members are requested not to take their buggy / caddy car
on to the tees, or the aprons surrounding the greens.

Please observe the dress code, which is posted on notice
boards in the Clubhouse as well in the Professional’s Shop.
